ROMAN MISSAL 

As English-speaking Catholics, we are preparing to receive the 

new translation of the Roman Missal in November of this year. 

The Roman Missal contains all the prayers and instructions we 

use at the celebration of the Eucharist. The way we celebrate 

Mass will not change, but many of the words we use will. The 

new translation will reflect a more accurate translation of the 

Latin from which the text is taken, and it will employ language 

in our prayer that is dignified, solemn and beautiful, and con-

veys the sacredness we celebrate.  As part of our preparation 

for our reception of the new texts, we will spend several weeks 

between now and Advent talking about the Order of the Mass. 

Next week we will begin by talking about the Introductory 

Rites. 

 

CATHOLIC MINISTRIES APPEAL 

As of January 24th here is the progress of the Catholic Minis-
